The organiser of the event – Panevėžys Civic Art Gallery – invites the artists from Latvia, Belarus and Lithuania to submit applications for the participation at the XXIII PANEVĖŽYS INTERNATIONAL CERAMICS SYMPOSIUM in 2021. 

The participants are supposed to create and donate at least 2 works of sculpture ceramics (compositions); one of these should be intended for outdoor space. 

The Symposium shall close with an exhibition of works created during the event in Panevėžys Civic Art Gallery. Created works of art shall be added to the collection of the contemporary ceramics of Panevėžys Civic Art Gallery that is being collected since 1989.

13 June–3 July, 2021, Panevėžys, Lithuania.
PARTICIPANTS
Having passed the selection process based on the application submitted, 9 artists will be invited. The priority is given to the artists from the project partner cities of Daugavpils (Latvia), Polock (Belarus), Vitebsk (Belarus) and Panevėžys (Lithuania). 

Travel expences should be covered by the participants.  

The participants are required to have a valid health insurance.
BOARD AND LODGING
The organisers provide boord and lodging. 
EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS

Necessary ceramics equipment and materials will be provided by the organizers. 

Clay consists of clay powder and chamotte (grog) of the same clay with chamotte fractions of 0.5-2.00 mm. Natural gas will be used for kiln firing. Kiln dimensions: 1.4 m (H) x 1.2 m (W) x 2.4 m (L) (1.2 m + 1.2 m). Shelves might be used during the firing process. Firing temperature: from 1250ºC to 1280ºC. Firing process lasts for three days.

It will be possible to use the potter's wheel. 

It is recommended to bring individual tools and materials (suitable for the above mentioned firing temperatures).

PRESENTATIONS AND PERFORMANCES OF THE ARTISTS
During the symposium creative evenings and art performances of the participants in public spaces will take place. The artists are invited to prepare an oral presentation of their creative process (by adding visual material) and/or to perform some demonstration of individual techniques or other art campaign in an open space. The creative evenings and art campaigns in public spaces are devoted to a large group of the community interested in ceramics. The organizers of the Symposium reserve the right to present only selected artistic performances. Necessary technical equipment for oral presentations will be provided by the organizers.

DONATION OF WORKS
The Symposium will end with an exhibition of works created during the event in the Panevėžys Civic Art Gallery. Sculpture Ceramic Works selected by the organisers of the Symposium shall be added to the collection of the Gallery.

Panevėžys Civic Art Gallery has set up a library of art publications that is constantly being expanded. Organizers would be grateful if the participants could donate to the library publications that reflect trends of art in their own countries: books, catalogues, CDs, DVDs, magazines, etc.
