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24 Paneveézio tarptautinis
keramikos simpoziumas

Pasibaigus 24-ajam Paneveézio tarptautiniam keramikos
simpoziumui, Dailés galerijoje lieka jo metu menininky su-
kurti darbai. 2023 metais Cia dalyvavo net 8 keramikai is
Lietuvos, Brazilijos, Jungtinés Karalystés, Lenkijos, Ukrainos,
Taivano ir Piety Koréjos. Beveik ménesj trukusiame karybi-
niame procese netruko nei dziugiy atradimy, nei gana karciy
nusivylimy. Kaip ir kaskart, menininky ambicijas iSpildo arba
apkarpo viena pagrindiniy bendraautoriy — ugnis, nuo kurios
malonés priklauso, dZiuginantys ar nuviliantys rezultatai lau-
kia dalyviy ir parodos lankytojy.

Kiekvieny mety simpoziumy kdriniai tarsi susiskirsto j
keletg grupiy, kurias vienija ir skiria idéjos bei formos. Sie
metai ne iSimtis. Sukurtus darbus galima grupuoti j gamti-
nius, natdralius pavidalus ir architektGriskas, stuktdriskas
formas. Kai kuriy autoriy darbai kalba apie iy dviejy gru-
piy maiSymasi tarpusavyje, pavyzdziui, lenko Dmitrijaus
Butawkos-Fankidejskio (g. 1988) kdriniai sufleruoja nuo-
latinj kismg ir priklausomybe vienam nuo kito. Jo kuria-
mos formos yra kazkas tarp natdraliai susiformavusio ir
specialiai suformuoto pavidalo. Autorius ieSko sgsajy tarp
matomy ir nematomy gamtg formuojanciy reiskiniy, juos
perkelia j savo skulptlras. Dmitrijaus kdriniai néra baig-
tiniai, kadangi jie sukurti taip, kad galéty nuolat keistis ir
augti, gyventi toliau, nebepriklausomai nuo menininko
sprendimy, tiesiog veikiami gamtos.

Lietuves Agnes Semberaités (g. 1972) kiiryba yra daugia-
sluoksné. Jos darbuose svarbus naratyvas, siuzetiSkumas.
Kaip ir visoje keramikés kdryboje, taip ir simpoziumo metu
sukurtas karinys yra tikro ir iSgalvoto, realaus ir siurrealaus
misinys. Autoré nulipdé dievybe viksro pavidalu — socig,
ramig, visa matancia, kiek atgrasig, bet kartu keliancig pa-
sitikéjima. Neaisku lieka, tik ar metamorfozé baigsis perau-
gimu j visiSkai Zmogiskajj pavidalg, ar vabzdiskasis pradas
galutinai pasiglems bet kokj likusj ZmogiSkuma.

Ukrainos menininké Maryna Handysh (g. 1989) savo kdry-
boje tyrinéja procesg nuo pasgmoniniy vaizdiniy atsiradimo
iki jy transformacijy, kuomet gimsta materialus pavidalas.
24-0jo Panevézio tarptautinio keramikos simpoziumo metu
M. Handysh sukdreé keletg dideliy skulptiry — besiskleidzZian-
¢iy Ziedy, simbolizuojanciy viltj, trykstancia is Zmogaus gel-
més. Galingas delnas ne tik prilaiko Ziedus, taciau kartu atlie-
ka ir saugaus prieglobscio funkcija.

Augaliniai motyvai reiskiasi ir brazilés Viviane Diehl
(g. 1964) darbuose. Ji toliau tesia savo ,Misky“ serijg,
kurdama aukita sudegusiy medziy grupe. Si serija skati-
na estetine ir kartu simboline patirtj, apmastymus apie
Zmogaus ir gamtos santykj, aplinkos ir kasdienybés issa-
kius Siuolaikiniame pasaulyje. Kaip nuolat dega miskai,
taip ir masy sielos rusena visuotinio perdegimo sindro-
mo laikais.

Piety Koréjos atstovas Sunbin Lim (g. 1981) taip pat ins-
piracijy ieSko tam tikruose nykimo procesuose. Jo kdriniy
motyvai ateina i$ seny griuvésiy (sena architektira — Zzmo-
giSkasis pradas) ir nuolat kintancios ir kartu mirstancios
gamtos (gamtinis pradas). Stebédamas Siy dariniy struk-
tdras, vidines erdves, pavirsiaus faktdras, S. Lim atranda
netobulg grozj. Pasitelkdamas Sias idéjas, jis taip pat kuria
laiko erozijos paveiktus objektus.

Tarp dviejy poliy sgsajy iesko ir Jungtinéje Karalystéje
gyvenanti Taivano menininké Wen-Hsi Harman (g. 1984). Ji
tyrinéja tarpkultlrinj tapatuma. Buvimas tarpinéje biseno-
je tarp dviejy kultlry jai suteikia pamatg tyrinéti tokig ba-
seng, kuomet tarsi pilnai nepriklausoma nei vienai, nei ki-
tai bendruomenei. Savo tapatumg autoré bando atskleisti
pasitelkdama Formozinio Himalajinio lokio (nykstanti rasis)
jvaizdj. Jo V formos balta apykaklé susiSaukia su Vakary kul-
tdroje populiariu pergalés Zenklu. Taip pat keramiké kari-
nio pavirsiy dekoruoja mazais Zvyneliais, kurie simbolizuoja

pirsSty atspaudus — unikalumo ir iSskirtinumo Zenklus. Jos
vyras Martinas Harmanas (g. 1986) toli nuo figlratyvinio
vaizdavimo. Savo kiryba jis grindZia aiSkiomis geometriné-
mis formomis, kurias modifikuoja ir kuria naujas strukta-
ras. Jdomu tai, kad jo inspiracijos yra gamtiniai architek-
tdriniai paminklai, tokie kaip, pavyzdziui, Stounhendzas.
Autoriui yra artimas nedidelis mastelis, tad ir simpoziumo
metu jis pernelyg nenutolo nuo jam jprasto dydzio, taciau
spalviné gama Zenkliai pakito. Nuo ryskiaspalviy sprendimy
pereita prie gana nuosaikaus Zemés atspalviy kolorito. Ne
paslaptis, kad tokius sprendimus diktuoja ir auk$to degimo
technologija.

Geometrinés formos, architektlrinés struktlros svar-
bios lietuviy menininkui Rokui JanusSoniui (g. 1997). Kg tik
keramikos magistrantiros studijas baiges jaunas meninin-
kas j molj ZiGri kaip j universalig medziagg ir dar vieng jrankj
idéjai iSreiksti, atsisakant su keramika tapatinamo amato ir
funkcionalumo. R. JanusSonis jungia keramikinj tarj su grafi-
ne linija, tyrinéja jy saveika. Sj savo kirybos modelj jis pasi-
telké ir Paneveézio simpoziume.

Siek tiek bendry saly¢io tasky ir kardinaliy skirtumy su-
jungia menininkus idéjy dalyboms. Tai ir yra pagrindinis
simpoziumo tikslas. O rezultatai visada dziugina bet kuriuo
atveju, ar jie visiskai tokie, kokiy tikétasi, ar nenuspéjami,
bet teigiami, ar ne tokie vyke, kokie buvo lGkesciai. Taciau
jie palieka ne tik naujus kdrinius Dailés galerijos kolekcijoje,
bet ir neisdildomas patirtis bei jspidzius dalyviy prisimini-
muose.



The 24" Panevézys International
Ceramic Symposium

After the end of the 24" PaneveéZys International Ce-
ramic Symposium, the works created by artists remain in
the Art Gallery. In 2023, as many as eight ceramicists from
Lithuania, Brazil, United Kingdom, Poland, Ukraine, Taiwan,
and South Korea participated here. In the creative pro-
cess, which lasted almost a month, there was no lack of
either happy discoveries or quite bitter disappointments.
As always, the ambitions of the artists are fulfilled or cut
short by one of the main co-authors, which is the fire, on
whose grace depends the happy or disappointing results
that await the participants and visitors of the exhibition.

The works of each year’s symposium seem to be divided
into several groups, which are united and separated by ide-
as and forms. This year is no exception. The created works
can be grouped into natural shapes and architectural and
structural forms. The works of some authors talk about
the intermingling of these two groups, for example, the
works of Dmitrij Butawka-Fankidejski, the Polish (b. 1988)
suggest a constant change and dependence on each other.
The forms he creates are somewhere between a naturally
created and a specially created shape. The author looks for
connections between visible and invisible phenomena that
form nature and transfers them to his sculptures. Works
of Dmitrij are not finite because they are created in such a
way that they can constantly change, grow, and live on, no
longer depending on the artist’s decisions, simply under
the influence of nature.

The creation of Agné Semberaité, the Lithuanian (b. 1972)
is multi-layered. Narrative and plot are important in her
works. As in all of the ceramic artist’s work, the work created
during the symposium is a mixture of the real and the fiction-
al, the real and the surreal. The author sculpted the deity in
the form of a caterpillar —full, calm, all-seeing, and somewhat
repulsive, but at the same time inspiring confidence. What
remains unclear is whether the metamorphosis will end in

a fully human shape, or whether the insect origin will finally
swallow up any remaining humanness.

In her work, Maryna Handysh, the Ukrainian artist (b. 1989)
explores the process from the emergence of subconscious
images to their transformations, when a material shape is
born. During the 24™ Panevézys International Ceramic Sym-
posium, Maryna created several large sculptures — unfolding
flowers, symbolizing the hope that emerges from the depths
of a person. The powerful palm not only holds the blossoms,
but also serves as a safe haven.

Plant motifs also appear in the works of Viviane Diehl,
the Brazilian, born in 1964. She continues her “Forests” se-
ries with a tall group of burnt trees. This series promotes
aesthetic and at the same time symbolic experience, re-
flections on the relationship between man and nature,
and environment and everyday challenges in the modern
world. Just as forests are constantly burning, our souls
smolder in times of global burnout.

Sunbin Lim, the South Korean representative (b. 1981)
also looks for inspiration in certain processes of decay.
The motifs of his works come from old ruins (old architec-
ture —human origin) and nature that is constantly chang-
ing and simultaneously dying (natural origin). Observing
the structures, inner spaces, and surface textures of
these formations, Sunbin Lim discovers imperfect beau-
ty. Using these ideas, he also creates objects affected by
the erosion of time.

Wen-Hsi Harman, the Taiwanese artist (b. 1984), living
in the United Kingdom, is also looking for connections be-
tween the two poles. She explores cross-cultural identity.
Being in an intermediate state between two cultures gives
her the basis to explore such a state, when it seems to be
completely independent from one or the other communi-
ty. The author tries to reveal her identity using the image
of the Formosan Himalayan bear (an endangered species).

His V-shaped white collar evokes the victory symbol pop-
ular in the Western culture. The ceramicist also decorates
the surface of the work with small flakes that symbolize
fingerprints — signs of uniqueness and exclusivity. Martin
Harman, her husband (b. 1986) is far from figurative rep-
resentation. He bases his work on clear geometric forms,
which he modifies and creates new structures. Interesting-
ly, his inspirations are natural architectural monuments,
such as, for example, Stonehenge. The author is close to a
small scale, so even during the symposium he did not stray
too far from his usual size, but the color range changed
significantly. From brightly colored solutions, he moved to
a fairly moderate color of earth tones. It is no secret that
such decisions are dictated by high firing technology.

Geometric forms and architectural structures are im-
portant to Rokas Janusonis, the Lithuanian artist, born in
1997. The young artist, who has just completed his mas-
ter’s studies in ceramics and looks at clay as a universal
material and another tool for expressing an idea, rejecting
the craft and functionality identified with ceramics. Rokas
connects the ceramic volume with the graphic line and
explores their interaction. He also used this model of his
work at Panevézys Symposium.

A few common points of contact and cardinal differenc-
es unite artists to share ideas. This is the main goal of the
symposium. The results are always gratifying in any case,
whether they are exactly as expected, unpredictable, but
positive, or not as expected. However, they leave not only
new works in the collection of the Art Gallery, but also in-
delible experiences and impressions in the memories of
the participants.

2019 metais jis gavo Nacionalinés
keramikos skulptiry apzvalgos (WL4 meno erdvé, Gdanskas) garbés apdovanojimg,
2023 m. pelné pagrindinj priza 5-ojoje Tarptautinéje keramikos trienaléje ,Unicum®.
Surenge personaliniy parody, dalyvavo parodose, meno renginiuose po atviru dangu-
mi ir seminaruose Lenkijoje bei uzsienyje: Slovakijoje, Prancizijoje, Rumunijoje, Lietu-
voje, Latvijoje. Menininkas siekia kurti keramikos darbus, jkvéptus gamtg formuojan-
¢iy matomy ir nematomy reiskiniy, — keramika, kurig apibréZia ar nulemia procesas.

Born in 1988. He studied at the Faculty of Sculpture and Intermedia of the Acad-
emy of Fine Arts in Gdansk, Poland, where he obtained a diploma in 2016. His final
work was the sculptural object “Question about Space”, which received the Rectors’
Award as the best final work. He currently works as an assistant in the drawing basics
studio of the Sculpture and Intermedia Department of the Academy of Fine Arts in
Gdansk and organizes and conducts the plein air exhibition “Alternative Ceramics”.

In order to realize his creative ideas, Dmitrij designs and builds ceramic firing and
metal melting kilns. He works in the fields of sculpture, installation, drawing, and ce-
ramics. In 2021, the artist became the Grand Prize winner of the international virtu-
al exhibition “Transformation”, organized by “Bon Art Project”. In 2019, he received
a honorary award from the National Ceramic Sculpture Review (WL4 Art Space,
Gdansk), and in 2023 he won the main prize at the 5% International Ceramics Trienni-
al “Unicum”. Also, he organized personal exhibitions and participated in exhibitions,
open-air art events, and seminars in Poland and abroad (Slovakia, France, Romania,
Lithuania, and Latvia). The artist seeks to create ceramic works inspired by the visible
and invisible phenomena that shape nature — ceramics that are defined or deter-
mined by the process.

She is an artist, art and culture coordinator, lecturer, and researcher
at the Federal Institute of Education, Science, and Technology of Rio Grande do Sul
in Brazil. In 1998, she obtained a bachelor’s degree in art education and a qualifying
degree in plastic arts, and in 2006, a master’s degree in education at the University
of Passo Fundo in Brazil. In 2015, she obtained a doctorate degree in education at the
Federal University of Santa Maria in Brazil. Viviane is a member of the International
Academy of Ceramics (IAC) and the Brazilian Contemporary Ceramics Group and the
Director of the Southern Region of the Association of Art Teachers of the Federal
Institutions of Brazil.

She participated in group exhibitions, international symposiums, and art residen-
cies in Brazil, Latvia, Poland, Moldova, Portugal, Switzerland, Turkey, Japan, China,
South Korea, and Thailand. Also, she organized personal exhibitions and won a lot of
awards, including the followings: in 1993, the first prize at the Ceramics Art Exhibition
at the Santa Maria Art Museum, in Brasil; in 2011, the first prize in the exhibition “Ce-
ramic Surface Design” at the Santa Maria Art Museum; and the elected work at the
16™ International Biennale of Artistic Ceramics of Aveiro in Portugal.

The artist delves into the relationship between man and nature, the challenges of
the environment and everyday life in the modern world, and the interrelationships
between ancient and modern cultures.

Her works have been ex-
posed at the exhibitions in Germany, Denmark, Lithuania, the Czech Republic, Slovenia,
France, Portugal, Spain, Italy, Australia, South Korea, China, Japan, and Hong Kong.

Martin organized personal
exhibitions and participated in group exhibitions, symposiums, and art residencies
in Denmark, United Kingdom, France, Iceland, Italy, Hungary, Germany, Lithuania,
Austria, Slovenia, Romania, Taiwan, China, South Korea, Kenya, Australia, and Japan.
His works are also exposed at the museums and galleries of the United Kingdom,
France, Italy, Hungary, Lithuania, Switzerland, Germany, Romania, Slovenia, China,
and Taiwan.

Many of his sculptures start with a potter’s wheel. Martin usually uses it to create
geometric shapes such as cones, cylinders, and spheres. The artist then cuts and joins
them together to create abstract and surrealistic sculptures.
